A Hampshire man who left school at 13 to join the family’s traveling funfair, missed out on education to the point where at the age of 30 he couldn’t read or write very well.

But the power of positive thought influenced him greatly and he began a 13 year learning journey which has helped him inspire thousands of people and gained him a place in the finals of the National Training Awards 2005.

The turning point for Brian Mayne, of Goslings, Heathman Street, Nether Wallop, Stockbridge, came at a low ebb in his life when he lost his business, his home and his marriage.

“This was the beginning of a new chapter in my life,” says Brian, who joined a direct sales network “and met a man who helped me change my life” – personal development teacher Mike Rosewarne.

“His message was simple, ‘if you think you can , you can, if you think you can‘t, you can‘t, and either way you are right’.”

Brian spent a year overcoming his dyslexia and learning to read and write well, by learning to speed-read. “It is hard to describe how wonderful it felt to discover I could learn at what seemed like such a late age.”

He developed a passion for reading self-improvement and personal development and his performance at work increased. It wasn’t long before colleagues were asking what he was doing to make the difference and began giving personal development training.

Now he and his partner and wife, Sangeeta, run a personal development training company, working with organisations to develop individuals, empower teams and create positive cultures, and he is an inspirational speaker to many audiences.
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Brian has developed life enhancement techniques and shared them with more than 100,000 people. He has written two books, Life Mapping and Sam the Magic Genie, which have been translated into six languages, and he has a new book being published in January next year.

One of his techniques is ‘goal mapping’ to achieve what you truly desire, and he has written a children’s version.

He has also developed a school education programme called ‘The Seven Magic Keys for Success.’

Brian said: “One of the greatest rewards of my work is, without doubt, the difference it makes to other people. Never before have I felt such a deep sense of peace, happiness and abundance in my life.”
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
